This Dictionary is the result of several years of researchers/teachers work team from different countries of Latin America and Caribbean. Its dissemination is promoted and attended by the SELPER International and for the members who participated on its revision and updating.   

The “remote sensors area” is a field of multidisciplinar study which converges to branches of sciences and technology. As such, it requires the use of scientific terms for its activity that happen obliquely.  Sciences and technology generate a new terminology as a result of their relationship with the remote sensors field.  

Fortunately, in Latin America and Caribbean countries where Spanish, Portuguese and French languages are spoken, increasingly, universities have been including remote sensing issues in graduation and postgraduation courses in order to evaluate the natural resources.  Consequently, it is very important to provide appropriate bibliography to these students on their  respective languages.  

In addition, it is important to generate an useful tool not only for the students, but also for professionals, translators and researchers of the Remote Sensors field, which facilitates the communication, using a common language among all the countries of latin languages, resulting on a “terminological standardization”.  

The generation of a Dictionary in the English, Spanish, Portuguese and French languages destined to the scientific, technique and education areas in Remote Sensing, since the SELPER Dictionary was edited in 1989, contributes to the dissemination of the scientific, technological and education progresses on this thematic.
